TERMS AND CONDITIONS TO THE AGREEMENT FOR TRANSPORTATION SERVICE

1. The Parent/Guardian acknowledges and agrees that the student will comply with the Student Code of Conduct as detailed in the Transportation Handbook (2.0 – Student Behaviours and Responsibilities & 14.0 – Bus Passenger Responsibilities) while being transported to and from school.  Riding privileges may be suspended or cancelled immediately for major safety infractions or after continued disregard for general bus safety rules.

2. The Parent/Guardian hereby promises to pay the Total Fee referred to in the agreement by June 28 , 2007 (for the first child), by August 15 (for the second child) and by October 15 (for the third child).
3. The Parent/Guardian hereby agrees that if the cheque is dishonored for any reason, the Parent/Guardian will be liable for the full amount of the dishonored cheque plus the bank charges.
4. Any partial month of transportation service shall be considered a full month for fee payment purposes.

5. The Parent/Guardian enters into this agreement with CSS.  The Parent/Guardian agrees to communicate all concerns and related transportation issues to CSS through:

a. The Principal/Assistant Principal with regard to behavioural issues

b. The Transportation Committee with regard to routes/stops.

All Parents/Guardians will REFRAIN FROM PERSONALLY APPROACHING ANY BUS DRIVER FOR SERVICE ACCOMMODATIONS.  Routes/stops are centralized to keep student ride times to a minimum.

6. Routes are based on community stops. Students may access alternate stops/routes (eg. Parent employment or extra-curricular activities) only if the stop already exists as a community stop for other riders and if space is available on the alternate route.
