On Friday, December 14th, superintendent 
Gordon Welch, incoming principal Darrell 
Lonsberry and I met with the Deputy 
Minister of Education in Edmonton.  Two 
project proposals were discussed.  Within 
the main one, Enhanced Professional 
Collaboration, we asked for financial 
support to fund a CSS Professional 
Collaboration Coordinator for the 
2008/2009 school year.  This position is 
necessary to further the outreach work 
of our school; the sharing of promising 
practices with teachers and schools inside 
and outside of Alberta, which is one of the 
strongest mandates of our charter.   

In the second project proposal, entitled 
Calgary Science School Instructional 
Activity Centre (a project which has been 
in our Capital Plan for the past five years), 
we asked for financial help in making the 
cage area into a fully enclosed ancillary 
space.  This would give us much needed 
extra room for the phys ed and daily 
physical activity programs.  Both projects 
received a favorable response from the 
Deputy Minister and are being passed 
on to his staff for further study.
